In Receptionthe EYFS$urriculumis not strictly adheredto asit isadvantageougor usto integrate our own curriculumto alignwith the 7+ aspirationsof the school Thecurriculum
remainsbroadbut lessonsdbecomemore formal. In preparationfor Yearl, readingis senthomedaily and Literacyand Numeracyhomeworkisintroducedin the SpringTerm Singing,
musicand movementactivities,in everyform, are animportant part of the learningexperienceandthe Receptiornclassesake partin assembliesnda summerconcert

ReceptionYearstaff maintaina balanceof formal and play-basedlearning,ensuringthat all childrenare nurtured and supportedthroughout the yearbefore they transitioninto Year
1 classesPupilsfrom Receptiorupwardsalsoparticipatein a weeklyConservationessonand beginweeklyComputingessons

Thereare four Yearl classesn which formal learningand regularhomeworkare part of the curriculum Spanisttlassedecomemore structured and pupils continue with weekly

Computingessons
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finished entrance examinations move into pa&stam
classes, giving the pupils in Year 1 who are due to sit 7+
examinations, three full terms with the Year 2 Class
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The PrePreparatory Year Groups have a weekly assembl
where each class will take it in turns to present a topic
related to spiritual, moral, social or cultural objectives,
fundamental British values or relevant class work.

Although the PrePreparatory runs on a thretrm basis,
from 8:50 am to 3:40 pm, our extended hours service, 7:4
